Kate called the meeting to order at 11:30 a.m. and wished everyone a Happy Valentine’s
Day.

Cindy gave the invocation:

“Dear Heavenly Father, we want to thank you for your precious gift of love that you have
given to the world and to me. Thank you for blessing us with the love and strength we
receive every single day. Without your love for us we cannot “be”, we cannot function, we
cannot breathe, because we need your love to sustain us. It’s like food and medicine for our
souls.

Lord, please continue to let us feel your comforting love in our lives and allow us to share it
with others. We know that some people are harder to love than others, but we want our
hearts to be open to them as well, like your heart is to us. We want to end this Valentine’s
prayer by saying — Father, we love you. Amen”.

Cindy also asked to remember in our prayers Lauren Gall, who has helped the Club in many
ways, and whose husband passed away a few days ago at the age of 43.

Helen Everett introduced Father Nathan Monk — a former author, human rights’ activist and
priest. As a child, he experienced homelessness, which has inspired him to devote himself to
helping the homeless. He operates One Hopeful Place, a homeless shelter for men in Fort
Walton Beach. At the center, they treat each person as an individual and tailor a program for
each individual’s needs. There are no “rules” and a resident can stay as long as he needs to.
At the moment they can house 20 men, but are in the process of opening a second building



which will house 75 people. When that building is completed, the first building will be used
for homeless women. Fr. Nathan said that the land was donated by the City of Fort Walton,
and he applies for state and federal funds, as well as local donations, to run the operation. As
well as money, there is also a need for everyday toiletries and consumables. A lively
question and answer session ensued with Fr. Nathan supplying information as requested.
Brochures on the work of One Hopeful Place were on the tables, and Kate said she would
send out an email listing the items needed and hopefully our generous Club members will
donate some items.

Following a delicious lunch, the Business Meeting got started.
